2.3 Sand Trap Profile - Shall include a
galvanized steel wearing edge on one side
to create an aesthetic edge for the mat
to sit against and a functional edge up to
which paving material can be installed. The
opposite edge shall have a straight edge
to butt against the elastic curb border (see
ACO Sport System 7100 for details). Each
pre-cast polymer concrete unit shall be one
meter (39.37") long.

2.4 Cover - Shall include a non-slip rubber mat
with 0.75" (19 mm) diameter holes which
sits on top of galvanized steel mesh support
grate.

Part II - Product

3.1 Site Preparation - Excavate area for sand
trap placement wide enough and deep
enough to accommodate the sand trap and
a minimum of 4 inches (100 mm) concrete
encasement. Units require a minimum of
4 inches (100 mm) of concrete support on
both sides as well as beneath sand trap. Top
of sand trap must be evenly aligned to the
surface of the surrounding slab.

3.2 Installation - Sand trap sections are 
installed end to end. Each section shall be 
placed on brick, rebar basket, low slump 
concrete grout slurry, or suspended to 
obtain correct finished elevation. If cuts are 
required a masonry or concrete saw may be 
used. Cover top of the sand trap with plastic, 
or plywood strips to protect the surface 
during concrete pour.

3.3 Finishing and Clean-up - Following final
set of concrete, remove protection 
covering the top of the sand trap, fit rubber 
mat/steel support grate.
